	Flood Plains
	An area of low-lying ground adjacent to a river, formed mainly of river sediments and subject to flooding.

	Spit
	A spit is a coastal landform of beach material that sticks out to sea and is joined to the mainland at one end.

	Erosion
	The process of eroding or being eroded by wind, water, or other natural agents:

	Beach
	A pebbly or sandy shore, especially by the sea between high- and low-water marks:

	Cave
	A natural underground chamber in a hillside or cliff.

	Evaporation
	The process of turning from liquid into vapour.

	Condensation
	Water, which collects as droplets on a cold surface when humid air is in contact with it.

	Precipitation
	Rain, snow, sleet, or hail that falls to or condenses on the ground

	Collection
	The action or process of collecting someone or something.

	Arch
	A coastal arch is a gate-like structure formed by the erosion of a headland by the sea.

	Stacks
	A coastal stack is a steep and often vertical column of rock in the sea near a coast, formed by wave erosion.

	Lagoon
	A stretch of salt water separated from the sea by a low sandbank or coral reef.
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
