	Aerial view
	A view of a place from above. It is what a bird would see flying in the sky.

	Building
	A place with walls and a roof like a school or a house. 

	Compass
	A special tool that tells you which way you are facing.

	Directions
	Directions tell you which way to go – left, right or north, south.

	Distance 
	How far away something is.

	Fieldwork
	Working outside to collect information.

	Human features
	Things that have been built by people, for example houses, roads, bridges

	Local Area
	The area that is around your home.

	Map
	A flat drawing or picture of a place, showing where things are

	Physical features
	Things that are natural, for example rivers, seas, mountains, cliffs.

	Population
	The number of people that live in an area.

	Settlement 
	A place where people live, work, and build their homes

	Symbol 
	A picture that represents a word. They are used on maps to make things easy to find.

	Town
	A place where many people live and work. It is smaller than a city with lots of houses, shops, schools, and often a town hall.
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
