This will start with a visit from a Viking in school to provide answers to many of the children’s questions on Thursday 23rd April. Our focus this term will be on the book, ‘Beowulf ‘, retold by many authors including Michael Morpurgo. This Old English story follows a Geatish hero who defeats three monsters: Grendel, Grendel's mother, and a fire-breathing dragon. There are many other books, such as ‘Viking Boy’ by Tony Bradman and ‘The Legend of Viking Thunder’ by M.G Leonard & Manuel Sumberac, that help children immerse themselves in this topic.
